An 

email address is not 

essential but helpful if 

you ever forget your 

password! 

This is where you can see 

everything you’ve done 

on Wikipedia!

The View history 

button takes you 

to the history 

page for an 

article, which 

shows every edit 

ever made to a 

page since it was 

created. From 

the History 

page, you can 

thank people for 

making helpful 

edits and 

compare 

different 

versions of the 

article to see 

clearly what’s 

changed. 



Your Watchlist is like 

your Wikipedia 

favourites. You can see 

who did what to pages 

that you’re interested in. 

This star button is 

how you add pages to 

your Watchlist (see 

above). 

You can change your 

preferences to enable both 

types of editor, or to add lots 

of Gadgets. 

Sandbox is a space for you to 

practice and work on material 

until you’re ready for everyone 

to see it.  

Your Userpage is how you introduce 

yourself to other Wikipedians. It’s good 

to tell them a little about yourself & 

your editing interests: e.g. that you’re a 

new editor, or you’re especially 

interested in improving  

pages on history or  

psychiatry. 

The Edit button 

is how you improve a 

page! If you’ve enabled 

both editors in your 

preferences you’ll get 

both Edit and Edit source. 

Edit will take you to the 

Visual editor—which is 

quite similar to using a 

word processor like 

Microsoft Word. 

Edit source is the 

traditional method of 

editing Wikipedia. It uses 

Wiki-markup, using 

punctuation like [[square 

brackets]] and pipes| to 

transform text into links, 

headings, etc.
